Bangladesh has achieved a remarkable 40% reduction in the maternal mortality ratio over the past 10 years from 320 maternal deaths per 100,000 live births in 2001 to 194 in 2010. However, still, over 7,000 women die each year due to pregnancy-related causes. Most of these deaths could have been easily avoided if proper and timely care was available. This high maternal mortality remains a serious concern in the country.

As part of UNFPA’s safe motherhood activities, this photo exhibition is an important part means to highlight the importance of safe motherhood and good maternal health care. In co-operation with renowned photographer Naymuzzaman Prince, images are displayed on safe motherhood, family planning, child marriages and maternal mortality and morbidity; we hope the visitors will have a better appreciation and understanding on safe motherhood and the importance of good maternal health in Bangladesh.

No woman should die while giving life! It is important to remember that women are not dying because of diseases we cannot treat; they are dying because we haven’t made their health a priority. The moment to act therefore is now!

The inaugural ceremony will take place on Wednesday 2 May 2012 at 5.30 pm. Chair for this event is Mr. Arthur Erken, country representative for UNFPA Bangladesh. As Chief guest Mr. Md. Humayun Kabir , Senior Secretary, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare Government of Bangladesh will attend the ceremony and Special Guest is Moushumi , Film Actress and Social worker.
